Bonnie C. Mosser heads to the World Equestrian Games

In approximately 7 weeks nearly 500,000 people will descend upon Aachen, Germany to witness the 2006 FEI World Equestrian Games. Local equestrian hero, Bonnie C. Mosser will be among them. Mosser, however, will be one of the lucky few to be actually participating in these games, not just spectating. 

Widely considered the pinnacle of all horse championships, regarded with even more prestige than the Olympics, the FEI World Equestrian Games have been one of Mosser’s goals since she began riding competitively over 20 years ago in East Aurora, NY. Like the Olympics, the WEG’s happen every four years. Mosser, who narrowly missed a spot on the 2002 team, has been methodically preparing herself and her horse Jenga for the last four years. In 2002 Mosser began to make a name for herself by winning the USA National Advanced level championships. Since then she and her 12 year old partner Jenga have swept the national and international 3-Day eventing circuit by winning or placing in the top of nearly every notable competition they have entered. 

Mosser, a former member of the US Ski team, is familiar with the pressures of international competition and is expected to be a formidable competitor at this summer’s championships. 

The FEI World Equestrian Games Aachen 2006 are the world championships in the seven horse sport disciplines of jumping, dressage, eventing, four-in-hand driving, endurance, vaulting and reining. They will take place from August 22 to September 3 and it is expected that the games will have an economic impact on the host country of over $150 million dollars. Over 50 nations compete in this competition. These games will come to the US in 2010 when they are scheduled to be held in Lexington, KY.
